Proposed Bylaw
Parliamentarian Celeste Webb moved to accept the proposed bylaw change as printed on page 29 of the convention program.  The proposed change reads as follows:

Article VI, Section 2.  Voting

Candidates shall be elected according to a preferential electronic voting system approved by the Executive Board by vote at the annual meeting.  A ballot containing the names of the nominees shall be distributed via email before the date of the annual election.  Nominations may be made from the floor for all offices with the exception of President.  "Notice of Intent to Nominate” for all offices with the exception of President from the floor shall be submitted in writing to the First Vice President, 60 days prior to the annual election.  Candidates so nominated must conform to provisions of Article V.  Nominations for each office shall not exceed five.  Voting shall begin after the close of the First General Assembly.

Coming from a committee, the motion to accept the Bylaw change as presented needs no second.  No discussion.  Motion carried.
